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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA WG1 during the CAMEL Adhoc meeting held in Helsinki the 8 of May analysed the change request presented by Alcatel TDOC S1-010465. This Change Request introduced the charging requirements for a CPH configuration  It was recognised that charging 

We note that such requirements are needed and for the time being are missing from 22.078 REL05. We also note that for such requirement a finer stage2 analysis is needed to complete the description given in TDOC S1-010465, clause 15.

TSG SA WG1 concluded that charging activities shall be possible during a CPH configuration including

· the CSE control of the call duration, 

· the inclusion in charging records of information received from the CSE 

· the call information report to be delivered to the CSE at the end of the call 

· the CSE control of e values 

TSG SA WG1 discussed the issue to support CSE control of call duration per call party in case the CSE  controls in the same time the AoC functionality and came to the following conclusion:

· The introduction of CSE control of call duration for CPH shall be done without modification of the existing (CAMEL ph3) SCI functionality

· The fact that different Tariff Switch may be used for the different call parties involved in a multi party call  and this depending of the destination country shall be taken into consideration.

We also noted the difficulty given to the CSE to supervise a multi party call with multiple answers and multiple releases if the CSE control of call duration is done per call segment. 

2. Actions:

TSG SA WG1 asks TSG CN WG2 to take into consideration the above conclusions. Furthermore, TSG SA WG1 asks TSG CN WG2 for advice to be able to complete stage 1 for CAMEL phase 4 before TSG SA12 plenary.
