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1. Overall Description:

During the CAMEL ad hoc held during TSG SA WG1 in Helsinki the 8th May 2001, the change request presented by Alcatel (TDOC S1-010465) was discussed. This Change Request attempted to introduce the charging requirements for Call Party Handing (CPH) configurations.  It was recognised that charging for CPH is currently missing from 22.078.

TSG SA WG1 recognises that charging is absolutely essential for CPH but the requirements are yet to be completed. We further concluded that charging activities shall be possible during a CPH configuration which include:

· the CSE control of the call duration, 

· the inclusion in charging records of information received from the CSE 

· the call information report to be delivered to the CSE at the end of the call 

· the CSE control of e values
The task of listing the open points relating to charging for CPH has been initiated under the leadership of Siemens AG.
