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Background

This subject has been a topic in T3 (and the subject of liaison statements to other groups) for the release 4 working year.

The requirement is to allow a network operator to set configuration parameters on the SIM/USIM that will be available to ME applications.  The applications may do any one of the following with the stored data :

1)ignore the data

2)ask the user if they wish to use the data

3)automatically use the data

Proposed change to the SIM/USIM

The CR that is attached to the LS from T3 was specifically for GPRS configuration parameters e.g. always on indication, timeout values (PDP context inactivity), detach rules, timeouts based on application status or data flow.

The proposed changes offer a secure and standardised way for operators to update these configuration parameters.

SA1 actions requested :

1)Send an LS to TSG-T stating that SA1 supports the proposed changes.

2)Update the relevant stage 1 specifications to include a requirement to be able to perform this configuration parameter storage in the SIM/USIM.  (see attached CRs to TS 22.101 release 4 and release 5)
