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T3 thank SA1 for their quick reply on LS “Service Provider Name Display”. 

According to the S1 LS S1-010557, T3’s understanding is that the Operator PLMN List (OPL) is to be used for both the PLMN indication and the SP Name display. 

According to S1-010211, the OPL may be used to enable the display of a network name for the HPLMN, "extended" home PLMN (i.e. same display as the HPLMN) and any other PLMNs . However, according to LS S1-01557, the SP Name is always displayed when in the HPLMN or in one of the PLMNs appearing in the OPL. Thus, T3 would like to point out that the case of “any other PLMNs” might not fit the SP Name display conditions. One such example is the case where an operator wishes to display its name on some PLMNs in the OPL and display another name (e.g “roaming”) on other PLMNs of the OPL. If this is the intention of SA1, then a solution would be to have two different PLMN lists: one for operator name display and one for the service provider name display.

Furthermore, T3 found a discrepancy between LS S1-010383 and 3G 22.101 CR-068. The LS says that the SP name is always displayed whereas the CR says that it is optionally displayed when “roaming” (out of the OPL). T3 would like to know which statement is correct. 

Finally T3 would like to point out the following observation ; if just one list is necessary for both SP Name and operator name display and if the SP Name is always displayed, T3 does not need to modify its specifications.
