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Discussion: 

This paper gives a clarification of service requirements on new section for Interaction with other services. Push service needs to support a interaction requirement, because barring makes it possible for user to have barring of certain categories of incoming/outcoming calls according to barring program which is selected of specific service.  

For instance, if a user set up barring to a service (e.g. SMS) on which push service would depend, then push service also automatically could not be provided to the user.  This would be inconvenient for user who would like to have the push service while he would not like to have usual SMS message and would led confusion for user.  Therefore, barring for push service shall be deployed with other services independently.

10 Interaction 

10.1 Call Barring 
It shall be possible to provide push service to a user regardless of barring status of other services.  

It shall be possible for user to bar a push service regardless of barring status of other services.
