In response to your liaison statements of 3/11/01 (ref S2-013072) and 27/11/01 we have considered the operational requirements for MSISDN address resolution. We have concluded that although we regard the long-term requirement will be met by an ENUM based scheme, a fall-back IMSI based solution is also required.

In addition to the standardisation of an ENUM based solution, we request that standardisation work is completed on an IMSI based solution also. 
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
