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	To provide a stage 1 requirement for the work of T3 on GPRS configuration parameter storage on the USIM. Network operators will benefit from an additional control on the GPRS connection status of their subscribers through the introduced parameters that can be changed in line with the subscription changes and the introduction of new services.
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	An additional sub-section is added to the chapter 7 “Normal Procedures with successful outcome” to state the requirements for storing configuration parameters that control the GPRS connectivity of the mobile.
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7.11 Control of the GPRS session
It shall be possible to control the condition for the GPRS-Attach and GPRS-Detach by a set of parameters stored in the USIM. The presence of those parameters on the USIM is optional. If they exist they will define a specific event or a timer triggered by a specific event that will determine the condition for the GPRS Attach and GPRS-Detach. The parameters shall be used by all types of GPRS MS modes of operation. Two sets of parameters shall be defined in order to distinguish between the cases when the MS accesses the HPLMN or a VPLMN.

The attachment procedure shall be triggered by one of the following events:

· Power On / Activation of a USIM
· First SMS received or transmitted in case the GPRS is preferred as SMS bearer
The detachment procedure shall be triggered by one of the following events or timer triggered by a specific event:

· Timed detach following last PDP context deactivation

· Timed detach following last data flow activity 
Note: the timed detach following last data flow activity will also result in the deactivation of any PDP context.
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
