1. Introduction

The TR 22.934 provides the outline of the charging requirement. It is unclear that the information, which related to online charging procedure, kept at the HLR/HSS and the AS should be consistent. A mechanism should be available to allow the 3GPP system to remove information stored in HLR/HSS when the online charging system indicate to the WLAN access network that the service rendered should be terminated.  When WLAN user which has subscribed and registered to 3GPP network want to log off the WLAN access network, the same mechanism is also needed.

2. Proposal

It is recommended that the text at section “6.3.7.1 online charging support” should be revised. Summary is as follows:

6.3.7.1 Online charging support

3GPP –WLAN interworking system shall have the possibility to provide online charging.

As the charging information affects the service rendered, a mechanism shall be available to allow the 3GPP system to indicate to the WLAN that the service rendered should be terminated, interrupted or modified (for example for pre-paid users).Then the  related subscriber information（for example subscriber state info or/and AAA server location info） stored in 3GPP system (HLR/HSS) should be updated .
