Access control

The IM CN subsystem shall be able to verify at any time that the user is entitled to use the resources of the IM CN subsystem.

It shall be possible to access the IM CN subsystem using a SIM card. In this case the parameters necessary to access the IM CN subsystem (i.e. IMPU, IMPI and network domain name) shall be derived from the IMSI according to the rules defined in [16].

The operator shall be able to allow or disallow access to the IMS via a SIM
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
