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The subject of ISIM coupled to USIMs, Separated ISIMS, and Multiple ISIMS on the same UICCC, Access independence ans Subscription dependencies and independency is running from a long time in 3GPP.

TR22.cde 'IMS subscriber and operator relationship” was proposed as study on the topic.

Scenarios shall be agreed and on basis of the knowledge gain based on this study appropriate requirements shall be derived.

We shall be aware that there is a risk is to continue to run around basic concept and positions (that are surely hard to take due to the coexistence of very different positions and business opportunity), as 3GPP did in the last 10 months. Therefore it shall be noted that is faster and more efficient to try to take precise position on some critical issues, in order to avoid a lot of (re)discussion in several 3GPP groups.

This document is provided as general reminder that at the end basic questions shall be answered inside the TR, and that precise explicit statement should be contained in the TR and in the appropriate TSs about the following lists of items (not exhaustive list, itshould be integrated)

Subscriptions

3GPP IMS and 3GPP UMTS PS subscription shall be independent one to each other

or

3GPP IMS and 3GPP UMTS PS subscription can not be independent one to each other

or

2GPP IMS and 3GPP UMTS PS subscription could be independent one to each other, appropriate mechanisms will specified by 3GPPallow operator to link them

3GPP access

IMS shall be accessed by means of 3GPP access and

by means of external (non 3GPP) accesses:
3GPP shall specify requirements and mechanisms for these non 3GPP accesses

or

non 3GPP access requirements and mechanism are out of scope of 3GPP

3GPP shall specify access to IMS by means ISIM (and SIM) only

or

3GPP shall specify access though IMS without ISIM to support non 3GPP access

or
3GPP shall specify access though IMS without ISIM to support 3GPP W-LAN access

3G licensing

IMS is part of 3G mobile system? Obviously yes….. IMS operator shall be a 3G licensed operator?:
ISIM ownership is limited to 3G licensed operators

or

ISIM ownership is open to everyone
