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During their last meeting SA agreed on the WID “Study of subscriber and operator relationship in IMS and related ISIM requirements for Rel 6”, SP-020625. The objective is to further develop and analyse a number of scenarios based on S1-0201773 as a basis for technical feasibility and service requirements, including the context of the scenarios. 

Proposal 

Telia kindly propose to include the following scenario in the new TR regarding “IMS subscriber and operator relationship”.

Proposed text:

X.1
Description

The blue company, which does not operate a 3GPP-access, offers the customer access to its IMS domain over its non-3GPP-access. If a customer of the blue company wishes so, he/she can obtain 3GPP access services due to co-operation between blue and green company. This scenario allows other types of operators, e.g. ISPs or WISPs, to benefit from IMS technology - notably its charging architecture. The more users that can interwork the greater value of the technology and the IMS service.
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Note! The word domain is used here to indicate an administrative domain. These domains may correspond roughly to technical domains specified by the 3GPP or not correspond to a technical domain at all.
X.2
Requirements summary

· The blue company manages its own subscriptions.

· The blue company authenticate and authorise customers to use the blue company’s domains.

· The blue company has the billing relationship with its customer. 

· The scenario envisages that all the blue company’s customers can interwork with persons/entities registered on other IMS domains.

· The blue company’s access may be of the type xDSL, LAN, WLAN.

· A customer of the blue company doesn’t necessarily have to be known by the green company.

· The green company authenticate and authorise users to access its domain.

X.3
Charging implications

In the case the customer has a 3GPP access service, the green company provides the blue company with the necessary charging information for charging that customer. The scenario prescribes that correlation of bearer, session and events can be done no matter if the users access the IMS over the blue or green company’s access. Green company may sell capacity to the blue company on a wholesale basis.
X.4
Security

The scenario envisages that the blue company will provide the same level of security for its IMS domain no matter if a customer uses the blue or green company’s access. 

X.5 
Privacy implications

The blue company is expected to be able to ensure the same level of privacy no matter if a customer uses the blue or green company’s access.

X.6
Regulatory aspects

In some countries the regulator is only requiring lawful interception on “telephony networks” and not “data networks”, but the situation can be expected to change. The scenario envisages that the blue company performs legal interception.

X.7
Roaming

The scenario assumes that the blue company do not have roaming agreements. 

7
Miscellaneous 

The scenario assumes that the company having the billing relationship with the customer is also the owner of the UICC, i.e. blue company.
