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During their last meeting SA agreed on the WID “Study of subscriber and operator relationship in IMS and related ISIM requirements for Rel 6”, SP-020625. The objective is to further develop and analyse a number of scenarios based on S1-0201773 as a basis for technical feasibility and service requirements, including the context of the scenarios. 

Proposal 

Telia kindly propose to include the following scenario in the new TR regarding “IMS subscriber and operator relationship”.

Proposed text:

X.1
Description

Changes in business relations like mergers (or take over) may create situations were flexibility in IMS operator and subscriber relations are desirable. One example would be an operator (green company) merging with another operator (blue company), and buying access network services from that other operator in future. (Resulting scenario in picture below.) The green operator would remain offering IMS services and would keep business relationship with its subscribers unchanged. Another similar scenario - operator with strong brand taking over operator with less strong brand (green company), could result in a situation where customers of the green company are given a new identity with the blue operator. Former customers of the green operator can use both IMS domains for a period of time. (Resulting scenario in picture below.)

Note! The word domain is used in this text to indicate an administrative domain.

Requirements summary

· The Green Company manages its own subscriptions.

· The Green Company authenticate and authorise customers to use the Green Company’s domain.

· Both the Green and Blue Company have a billing relationship with its respective customer. 

· It should be possible to access both the Green and Blue IMS domain, preferably simultaneously. (only relevant in the “take over” scenario)

X.3
Charging implications

The Blue Company provides the Green Company with the necessary charging information for charging the customer for the 3GPP access service usage.  The Blue Company sells capacity to the Green Company. The green company can perform correlation between bearer, session and event layer.

Security

The scenario envisages that the Green Company will provide the same level of security as the Blue Company.

Privacy implications

The scenario envisages that the Green Company can ensure the same level of privacy as the blue company.

Regulatory aspects

The scenario envisages that both the Green and Blue Company can perform legal interception.
