Document S1-021404 XE "S1-021404"  contained a liaision statement on subscriber certificates. SA2 XE "SA2"  is asking SA1 to provide more information on following issue:


Service requirements related to the application and the use of the certificates; particularly on the issues of the distribution and control; privacy and charging. E.g., what kind of controls are required when issuing and using certificates for roaming subscribes. Note that the service provider may have relationship only with visited operator
In essence, SA2 XE "SA2"  would like to see SA1 to look at the issue more closely from a service point of view.

This liaison statement was noted, but prompted a number of liaision statements from other groups. Also, there was a liaison statement in the last meeting from SA3 XE "SA3"  (S1-020608) which was noted. However, there are subsequent liaison statements from SA3 at this meeting that have overtaken events. As a starting point for the discussion, S1-021404 XE "S1-021404"  was noted.

Document S1-021433 XE "S1-021433"  contained a liaison statement regarding the same issue. Traditionally, SA1 has allowed SA3 XE "SA3"  to set their own requirements and it was questioned if SA1 should change that approach. However, whilst this could be the case, some requirements should exist in SA1 documents or there should be a pointer in SA1 to the SA3 documents. The question is, where?

The service aspects, such as user cases, should be looked at, at SA1. Whilst there is some support on doing the work, there is little time at this meeting. Mr Kokkola volunteered to look at this in conjuction with S1-021512 XE "S1-021512" , which contained a liaison statement on architecture and requirements for subscriber certificates. In this latter document, SA3 XE "SA3"  is asking for SA1 to provide some text on service requirements for subscriber certificates.

It was decided to send a liaison statement back, not least to ask for more time. The liaison statement was provided in document S1-021685 XE "S1-021685" . It was approved, but will be sent to SA5 XE "SA5"  as copy.

In conjunction with this, document S1-021782 XE "S1-021782"  contained a CR to 22.105 on subscriber certificates. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  for approval with WI code from SA3 XE "SA3" .

Document S1-021686 XE "S1-021686"  contained a liaison statement on the proposed Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1079 on QoS currently under discussion within ITU-R WP8F. At the last meeting of ITU-R WP 8F input were received toward the Revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1079 (‘Performance and quality of service requirements for IMT-2000’). As a result, a preliminary Draft Revision of the Recommendation was developed (and it is attached to this contribution as Annex 1. In addition, it was decided to carry forward other input material to the next meeting of ITU-R WP 8F (Geneva, 25th September - 2nd October 2002); this material is contained in Annex 2.

It would appear that the definition of the services between the two specs, TS22.105 and TS23.107, are misaligned. It was asked if we are worried that they aligned. The reason for caution is required is that the two specifications are going to the same ITU committee.

This was brought up in SA XE "SA"  plenary and SA2 XE "SA2"  was tasked to deal with this. It was reported that there is a BT contribution into the next SA2. Also, there was a lengthy discussion in the last SA2 but with no resolution. However, CRs are expected. The liaison statement was noted and SA are expected to handle this issue based on SA2 input. This will be reported to SA.

Document S1-021379 XE "S1-021379"  contained a liaison statement on the removal of CBQ2. The CBQ2 parameter gave the possibility to indicate in the broadcast information of a cell that the cell does not support voice. Some years ago some US operators have had the idea to setup hybrid networks providing voice service by their already used technology and in addition a packet service with GSM-GPRS. Thus their GSM cells would have only provided a PS service. Their cells would have either used normal GSM or GSM-COMPACT as physical layer technology. COMPACT was designed for the PS only support. For cells in such a hybrid network using normal GSM technology the CBQ2 was introduced so that a voice mobile did not stay on a cell that did not support voice(and emergency service),.

However, at a stage 3 level, there are two ways for a mobile to identify that voice is not supported: 

-
Through CBQ2; even though it is not specifically stated so in the stage 3 a mobile could derive that voice is not supported; or,

-
Indirectly as a mobile can detect that a cell is GSM COMPACT and since there is no voice support in COMPACT this is of course and indication of non voice support

The concen of GERAN was that 22.011 could be read as requiring an indication of networks not supporting voice. 

The SA1 meeting thought that the CR is not required since it confuses the issue and the existing text is sufficient. Moreover, the CR is for R99 and it is a little late to make a clarifying CR which is thought to confuse. It was noted.

The CR in S1-021483 XE "S1-021483"  was addressed next. It was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  for approval.

This was the output from the Rome meeting and was to be discussed on email with no comments. It was commented that point 3 may be erroneous. It was decided to eliminate point 3. Document S1-021472 XE "S1-021472"  contained the result of the discussions on amalgamation of S1-021279 XE "S1-021279" , S1-021334 XE "S1-021334"  and S1-021291 XE "S1-021291" . The current specification calls for enabling location specific content for MBMS. Further, predefined location-specific QoS is required as well. Recent discussions at the recently held MBMS workshop indicated that the present description of these requirements is slightly confusing in regards to the function of a multicast/broadcast area and its logical relation to a multicast/broadcast service. 

QoS degradation is also currently described as a statically configured area specific configuration. It is expected that QoS degradation could potentially be more dynamic to allow local QoS variations. It should be noted that present SA2 XE "SA2"  work has identified possible solutions to handle such requirements.

Further, 5.1.1 and 5.2.2 describe obviously a discrete number of areas in which MBMS services may be offered. This prevents the configuration of service areas individually per MBMS service. Each service has to be provided within the somehow provided broadcast/multicast areas. This is an unnecessary service limitation.

The CR in S1-021472 XE "S1-021472"  was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval, subject to no comments over email.

There was no dedicated DRM session during the SA1 meeting and so the following documents were dealt with in plenary.

Document S1-021652 XE "S1-021652"  contained a discussion document on Digital Rights Management and Messaging. The conclusion is that the subject of DRM goes way beyond 3GPP responsibilities and until there is a co-ordinated approach involving other industries then it would be ill advised for 3GPP to do something specific other than the approach of a simple indication that the material is copyrighted. 

If mobile manufacturers were expected to implement software in their products that prevents copying or forwarding of certain information then why should such a requirement not be extended to PC software and even to photo copying machines. That is not to say that the matter of DRM should not be pursued pre-actively but it is proposed here that 3GPP should align its methodology with that of non 3GPP organisations addressing this matter.

It was asked what the focus of this contribution is. The answer is that it is a discussion document with a comment. The document was noted. In addition, document S1-021654 XE "S1-021654"  was provided with further considerations. This relates to some discussions between the source of the document and a particular content provider. The proposal is to put in some protection indicator capable of being set by the submitting entity.

It was commented that much of this has been discussed in the DRM SWG. It was decided to note this document, but still that the result of discussions in T2 XE "T2"  need to be tracked. Therefore the SA1 chairman took the action to discuss this with the T2 chairman to avoid misalignment between the stage 1 and stage 2. 

Document S1-021609 XE "S1-021609"  contained a CR to 22.242 to clean up the text. This was sent to SA XE "SA"  #16 and sent back in S1-021667 XE "S1-021667" . It was commented that traditionally the requirements for security have been vested in SA3 XE "SA3"  and that SA1 should accept this CR. Document S1-021771 XE "S1-021771"  contained a CR to 22.228 Rel 6 on IMS interworking. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021774 XE "S1-021774"  contained CR to 22.101, Rel 6 on IMS subscriptions. There was the same comment on linking subscriptions. In this case, however, there is more text to describe the intention. The CR would probably fulfil the needs for user cases so far (see S1-021773 XE "S1-021773" ), but that perhaps there are more. It was revised to S1-021832 XE "S1-021832" .

However, before being provided, document S1-021821 XE "S1-021821"  was addressed, which contained LS on subscription requirements (Not dealt by SWG). It was indicated, that this liaison statement explains a little more about what the CR is hoping to achieve. It was considered that the CR in S1-021774 XE "S1-021774"  should stand up on its own, and not require a liaison statement. However, it was commented that there could be implications on architecture that cannot be mentioned in the CR. Also, issues related to billing need to be addressed. Some other issues were brought up and so it was revised to S1-021831 XE "S1-021831" . It was approved.

Subsequently, S1-021832 XE "S1-021832"  was provided which takes some text from the liaison statement to clarify the text. The 3rd example was a little problematic. The PS needs to be activated prior to the IMS and not vice versa. It was revised on line to S1-021838 XE "S1-021838" . It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021728 XE "S1-021728"  contained Liaison Statement on ISIM for support of IMS (Not dealt by SWG). This was revised in line with the changes above to S1-021839 XE "S1-021839" . It was approved.

Document S1-021516 XE "S1-021516"  contained Proposed Response to T3 (Response "Liaison Statement on Access to IMS Services using 3GPP release 99 and release 4 UICCs". This is in response to S1-021427 XE "S1-021427" . It was revised in S1-021835 XE "S1-021835"  and was approved.

Document S1-021780 XE "S1-021780"  contained CR to 22.101 Clarification of IMS service delivery (for rel 5). It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval.

Document S1-021606 XE "S1-021606"  contained IMS group management work plan. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021772 XE "S1-021772"  contained Proposed change to IMS WID to include Access Independence and Interoperability with Other IMS systems. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval.

The Release 5 requirement states: “In Rel5 the ISIM application shall require the presence of a USIM application on the same UICC”. For Release 6 it is proposed to remove the restriction of having an ISIM in a UICC that does not contain a USIM. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

A similar CR to 22.228 was provided in document S1-021812 XE "S1-021812"  Rel 6 ISIM requirements (Not dealt by SWG). It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021726 XE "S1-021726"  contained a CR to 22.101 Clarifications on ISIM requirements Rel 5. There were some concerns on this CR related to linking subscriptions of USIM and ISIM. Also, this CR is for Rel-5 and as such should remain simple; this is not the time for new requirements. In the end, it was decided to take out the offending sentence and it was revised to S1-021836 XE "S1-021836" . It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021727 XE "S1-021727"  contained the CR to 22.101 on Clarifications on ISIM requirements but for Rel-6. It was asked if the same change to delete linking should be rolled over to Rel-6. A proposal was received to make Rel-5 and Rel-6 the same, but there was also some objections. It was commented that this CR may not be totally thought through. It was replied that a liaison statement to explain this is provided in S1-021778 XE "S1-021778" . Again it was commented that it is not good that an liaison statement is required to explain a CR; the CR should be self explanitory.

It was decided this should be sent to SA2 XE "SA2" , with the liaison statement, but in the meantime, it will be sent for approval at SA XE "SA"  #17, where it can withdrawn if SA2 comes up with a different solution.

A problem was noted with the front sheet. Document S1-021671 XE "S1-021671"  was allocated CR 100 and was revised to S1-021776 XE "S1-021776"  which should have been rev1. Also S1-021777 XE "S1-021777"  had CR number 100 and it should not have. Document S1-021776 was revised on line although the same document number was kept.

The new version of document S1-021776 XE "S1-021776"  was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. Document S1-021777 XE "S1-021777"  was not agreed at this time and was noted. An action is incumbent on the chairman of the IMS group to discuss this in the Beijing SWGs.

Document S1-021778 XE "S1-021778"  contained LS to SA2 XE "SA2"  (Not dealt by SWG). It was revised to take into account the decisions on S1-021776 XE "S1-021776"  and S1-021777 XE "S1-021777"  and was provided in document S1-021851 XE "S1-021851" . It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-021789 XE "S1-021789"  contained a liaison statement to go to T2 XE "T2" . The Messaging group had taken all additional features that may be added to the MMS work item description. Such features are envisaged to fall into the remit of SA1 and will result in modification and enhancements of TS 22.140. SA1 is asking T2 to add these into the WID. However, prior to agreement of this LS, T2 had reviewed Document S1-021787 XE "S1-021787"  which was revised to S1-021789.

The response of T2 XE "T2"  was provided in document S1-021819 XE "S1-021819" , which contained a comparison between the SA1 requirements for the MMS WI. T2 believes that all the elements are included and, to demonstrate this, have sent their updated WI in document S1-021818 XE "S1-021818" . It would appear that not all additions are provided for in the T2 contribution, and so it would be appropriate to update the liaison statement S1-021789 XE "S1-021789" .

Instead there another liaison statement was provided in S1-021833 XE "S1-021833"  which is a looks at the T2 XE "T2"  WID to identify any areas not covered. In the event, the WID is comprehensive enough. It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-021755 XE "S1-021755"  contained a CR to 22.101 on Removal of implementation details for directory number in SMS and other services. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 
Document S1-021786 XE "S1-021786"  contained a CR to 22.140 on Removal of SMS and USSD as possible bearers from 22.140 v5.2.0. SMS and USSD, indicated as possible bearers for MMS delivery are actually not supported for this task. After having consulted with T2 XE "T2"  it was then agreed to remove them from the paragraph on Bearer Selection in the MMS stage 1 technical specificationIt was agreed to send this CR to SA XE "SA"  for approval. 

Document S1-021788 XE "S1-021788"  contained a liaison statement on Removal of SMS and USSD as possible bearers from 22.140 v5.1.0. This is to OMA, but the liaison with OMA is not yet established. However, the PCG is expected to approve this and then it can be sent. It was approved in SA1.

Document S1-021807 XE "S1-021807"  contained the front sheet and version 1.0.0 of 22.940 for presentation to SA XE "SA"  #17. It was agreed to send this TR to SA for approval.

It was suggested that SA2 XE "SA2"  should really see this prior to SA XE "SA"  #17. It was decided to write a liaison statement to SA2 to accompany this. This was provided in document S1-021841 XE "S1-021841" . It was suggested that CN1 XE "CN1"  should be added on the copy list. There was a silly debate on which group does what and has asked for what, but in the end, CN1 was added.

Document S1-021680 XE "S1-021680"  contained a liaison statement on Continuity of MMS Service. This was noted in the SWG and a reply was provided in document S1-021753 XE "S1-021753"  (see below).


Document S1-021834 XE "S1-021834"  was withdrawn.

MMS Parameters on the SIM

Document S1-021804 XE "S1-021804"  contained a CR to 22.140 Rel-5 - clarification on storage of MMS information. The possibility of storing the configuration information on the ME is documented in 22.140. The new requirement is now believed to be in line with what is actually achievable. There were two objections wherein the source was changed to reflect the view of the companies involved. It would appear that there have been loads of versions of this since the messaging SWG. It was requested that the parameters to be stored on the SIM, but there were just as many companies objecting to this. The story continues……..

Perhaps an extra messaging meeting is to be held. Possibly 24th to 26th September.

Document S1-021467 XE "S1-021467"  contained a reply to LS on MMS configuration information on the USIM (from S1-021430 XE "S1-021430" ). It was approved to be sent.

However, document S1-021843 XE "S1-021843"  contained a liaison statement from the GSM NA on on Storage of MMS Parameters on the SIM. GSMNA has become aware of an issue involving continuity of MMS service for subscribers with GSM SIM cards who either:

a) 
attempt to use their SIM cards in Release 5 GSM-only terminals, or 

b) 
attempt to use their SIM cards in 3G terminals. 

The GSM NA require to have MMS connectivity parameters provisioned on their handsets to enable access to the MMS infrastructure.  The method and format for storing these parameters is not standardized, nor is there a standard for storing these parameters on the SIM card.  For 3G subscribers, however, a recently approved standard allows storing these parameters on the USIM so that 3G handsets will not need to store these parameters.   This inconsistency in the manner in which MMS connectivity parameters are stored and accessed creates a situation whereby some combinations of User Equipment (handset and smart card) will result in subscribers being unable to access their MMS service.

Two approaches have been identified to correct this problem: 

1) 
to standardize a method for storing these connectivity parameters on the SIM card (similar to that for the USIM), or 

2) 
standardize a method for storing these parameters on all handsets (both 2G and 3G).

The GSMNA operators, as represented by the GSMNA CTO Advisory Group, unanimously favor Option 1 (i.e., storage of MMS parameters on the GSM SIM card).  They believe this option provides the most flexibility and minimizes impacts to the equipment manufacturers.

The CR to do this was provided in S1-021647 XE "S1-021647" , which was revised to S1-021756 XE "S1-021756" . This was withdrawn and a counter proposal was provided in document S1-021804 XE "S1-021804" . This CR covers option 2, and only changes Rel-5. 

It would appear that some discussion has taken place in T3 and that this functionality is do-able. However, it was commented that this issue is a little late for some implementations of the SIM/UE interface. 

To summarise:

-
It is not currently possible to store MMS parameters on the SIM (in a standardised manner).

-
To implement this, a change to Rel-4 is required which would impact the terminal manufacturers.

-
This would go against the T3 agreement not to touch Rel-4.

-
But operators feel this will increase the service to the user.

In coffee break discussion, some of the operator community came to a proposal for a CR, but some of the vendor community did not agree. Regarding document S1-021753 XE "S1-021753"  it was felt that this needed to be revised. However, the liaison statement will clarify that the parameters can be stored on the mobile and indicate discussion is ongoing regarding parameters on the SIM. The revision was provided in document S1-021852 XE "S1-021852" . Also, this liaison statement will be sent to GSM NA in reply to S1-021843 XE "S1-021843"  (and in S1-021680 XE "S1-021680" ).

This was revised on line and approved in document S1-021856 XE "S1-021856" .
