Executive Summary:

The chairman of the SWG will step down from next meeting and a candidate for this post has not step forward yet.

The meeting agreed to write two liaison statements and three change requests, however these have not been seen by the SWG due to the joint meeting with T2 that was held on the second part of the SWG meeting. 

The first LS is a reply to T2, GSM Association SerG informing them of the position of SA1 with regards to their proposals for enhancements of the MM7 interface.

The second LS is a reply to GSM Association BARG concerning their request of including in the CDR the notion that the user is roaming. A corresponding CR to TS 22.115 was agreed.

The other change request was the result of the discussion on delivery mechanism that was held during the joint SA1-T2 meeting and is aimed to improve this area in the MMS stage 1 TS 22.140.

Finally a CR has been created as requested by SA to update the definition of "message prioritisation". This was the result of an agreed position reached in the joint S1 T2 meeting.
