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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank T2 for their LS S1-030020 " LS on MM7 functionality enhancements requested by GSMA SERG ".

SA1 has carefully considered T2’s evaluation of the requested MM7 enhancements and agrees with T2 with regard to which of the MM7 enhancements suggested by GSMA SERG are within the scope of MM7.  

Specifically, sections that were appropriate enhancements to MM7 were reply_to address, authentication and security.  The suggestion to clarify the format of the VASP_ID requires more study by SA1.  All other enhancements mentioned in the LS are judged to be out of scope for MM7.

In response to T2’s suggestion that some of these enhancements might require updates to TS 22.140 for Release 6, SA1 considered this carefully and determined that the enhancements are within the scope of the current specification.

Reply_to address falls within the scope of section 5 of TS 22.140.

Security and authentication stage 1 requirement for MM7 are covered in section 7 of TS 22.140.
