Executive Summary:

1.1
General

TSG SA asked SA1 to look at the requirements for Service Based Local Policies (SBLP).  SA1 discussed one discussion topic on this subject and agreed in principle that SBLP should support:

· Decoupling Service Based authorisation and policing from PDP Contexts, to be based on individual IP flows instead.

· Support charging correlation with IP flow based charging capabilities also being developed in Release 6.

A further objective on access control independent of the access QoS was not agreed as the use cases were not clear.  A CR to the stage 1 specifications to reflect this decision was requested for the next meeting.

Another issue not resolved was the applicability of SBLP to other services besides IMS.  It was noted that SA2 is already working on a feasibility study on how to extend SBLP for other services.  No decision was taken on this requirement and contributions to the next meeting were requested.

Discussion:  The document presented the background of SBLP in Release 5, the rationale for supporting this and proposed requirements for Release 6.  Nortel indicated that there is a release 6 Work item to provide charging on a per IP flow and that SBLP on a per IP flow would be required to provide policing to support that charging requirement.

Nokia indicated that they would like to see a couple of use cases for the requirement for authorization independently of the Access QoS.  So this requirement was not agreed in principle.
