3. The overlap of work with OMA, and the need for a clear and well-defined requirements process was discussed.

Discussion: Martin Fuller (O2) presented the input document on MMS Service Requirements from GSMA SerG in S1-030604. It was noted that this document has also been presented in OMA REQ. Each of the highlighted requirements were reviewed in turn and it was identified if the requirement was already met, should be introduced, required clarification or fell outside the scope of 3GPP. A specific concern was expressed that SerG had requested that the requirements be met by “systems available for installation in the fourth quarter of 2003”, and it was noted that this is not consistent with the expected completion dates for 3GPP Release 6.
Conclusion:  Following the discussion of the input document, an LS to SerG was drafted in S1-030634, and subsequently revised and agreed in S1-030640. In order to allow SerG to consider this LS prior to SA1#21 it was agreed to ask for email approval. The chairman indicated that he would provide an input directly to SerG highlighting the key areas of discussion.

Discussion: The SerG input identified a Requirement for the support of Hyperlinks within an MM, and Martin Fuller (02) volunteered to draft this is S1-030642.

Conclusion:  S1-030642 to be sent for email approval.
Discussion: The SerG input identified a Requirement for the support of configurable error messages. It was confirmed that this functionality exists in TS23.140 as a free text field is defined, but the Stage 1 does not reflect this. Martin Fuller (02) volunteered to draft a CR to introduce this to the Stage 1 in S1-030633.

Conclusion:  S1-030633 was presented and following comments will be revised in S1-030638, which will then be sent for email approval

Discussion: T-Mobile presented the CR in S1-030617 on the conditional delivery of MMS. This is consistent with requirements identified in S1-030604. 

Conclusion:  Following comments from the group over the need to identify the mandatory and optional parameters, and some editorial comments it was revised in S1-030626. Following further changes it was subsequently agreed in S1-030637, which will go for email approval.

T2 SWG3 elected to suspend their meeting for one session to allow their delegates to attend a session of the SA1 Messaging SWG. This provided the opportunity for direct feedback from delegates on two main items – the determination of the MMS Capability and the support of MMS on the SIM Card.

Discussion: S1-030555 is an LS from SA1 to T2 that was approved at SA1#20 in Seoul. S1-030554 is the CR conditionally approved at SA1#20, dependent upon T2 indicating they can support a solution to this requirement in Release 5. T2 delegates reported that T2 had considered this, and it was their view that a solution to this problem will not be developed for Release 5.

Conclusion:  SA1 Chairman, Michele Zarri to report on the status of this work to TSG-SA when presented the conditional CR in S1-030554. 

Discussion: S1-030544 is an LS on MMS in SIM Card from SA1 to T2 that was approved at SA1#20 in Seoul. The LS was sent with 2 CRs (S1-030552 on 22.038, and S1-030556 on 22.140) attached. SA1 had asked T3 and T2 to take the new requirements into account in their work and come back to SA1 if needed.

T2 SWG3 delegates reported a number of concerns with the CRs. Currently there is no support in TS23.140 for the forwarding of elements of MMs. In addition it was felt that the requirements on the USIM were not MMS specific, but seemed to require some more general “user folder” to be available on the USIM to allow storage of MMs, and possibly other user data. 

Conclusion:  The SA1 Chairman, Michele Zarri volunteered to address the T2 concerns and produce two new CRs to replace S1-030556. These will be sent to the SA1 reflector for email approval, prior to TSG-SA.

Discussion: Milt Roselinksy (Openwave) presented S1-030619, which discusses the relationship between 3GPP and OMA for MMS Standardisation. The discussed potential cooperation between OMA and 3GPP with regards to mobile messaging standards, and noted it would be beneficial to the industry at large if the cooperation between the two organizations is clearly defined. The paper makes 5 recommendations:

1. debate and agree on the appropriate allocation of messaging responsibilities between OMA and 3GPP

2. that 3GPP should focus on the network specific aspects of messaging (e.g. codecs, roaming, charging, authentication, access control, etc.), and that OMA be considered as providing all application-level support specifications

3. send liaison statements to the affected 3GPP working groups to gain agreement on the proposed relative responsibilities

4. send liaison statements to OMA REQ to provide them with the latest version of the MMS Stage 1, and indicate the area of responsibility it holds for MMS standardization

5. following internal agreement within 3GPP, to send further liaison statements to the affected OMA groups.  

Point 1 was covered within the SWG. 

There was general support of the proposal in point 2. The SA1 Chairman, Michele Zarri, reported that there is an effort already ongoing within 3GPP to identify areas of overlap between the work of 3GPP and OMA. Point 2 was seen to provide useful input to that process. It was also noted that T2 had identified areas of overlap between 3GPP and OMA on MMS. This information can be used by the SA1 chair, when seeking to identify this overlap.  

It was recommended that point 3 should be left the jurisdiction of TSG-SA rather than the SWG.

Point 4 was agreed, and Milt Roselinksy (Openwave) offered to draft an LS to OMA REQ on this in S1-030642.

It was recommended that point 5 should be left the jurisdiction of TSG-SA rather than the SWG.
Conclusion:  S1-030642 to be sent for email approval.
