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1. Overall Description:

SCUDIF is a new feature introduced in Release 5 which currently has an approved Stage 2 specification (TS 23.172) which affects a number of stage 3 specifications. The feature is basically an enhancement to CS Mulitmedia in that it allows a call to be set up initially in speech and switch to multimedia after successful contact with the other party. Also it allows the call to fallback to speech only if the network or called party doesn’t have capability to support multimedia. Other connection options also exist. Although it is considered an enhancement it is also treated as a specific call type in itself in order to be backward compatible with nodes and User Equipment that don’t support this feature, for example a new Repeat Indicator is introduced in the DTAP signalling. 

At CN3 #27 & CN4 #18 CRs were presented to correct the HLR interrogation procedure as this was discovered to be incomplete for the SCUDIF standardisation. Although the CRs were agreed at WG level they were deferred at CN plenary as an alternative approach was put forward.  The alternative proposal was discussed during a joint CN2, CN3 and CN4 session with CN4 #19 meeting resulted in the question whether CAMEL shall be supported for SCUDIF service. The basic requirements for SCUDIF are included in TS 22.101 and here it is indicated that “Supplementary services apply to multimedia calls as for Synchronous Transparent Data service according to 3GPP TS 22.004[5].”  The Stage 1 specification for CAMEL (22.078) indicates that CAMEL applies to all CS calls except for emergency calls. However the WID for SCUDIF that has been approved since June 2002 (attached) does not include any CAMEL impacts and hence CN2 have not been involved in this WI.

Therefore it was agreed to ask SA1 if it is required to support CAMEL for SCUDIF calls and if so which release would this apply to given that SCUDIF is a REL5 feature and the impacts to support CAMEL have not yet been investigated.
