Introduction

At last SA1, a new WID has been agreed "Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS with Wireless access" The objective is to define the capabilities and supplementary services for Multimedia Telephony in the IP Multimedia Subsystem. There is clearly an interaction between this new WID and the work on voice call continuity. This discussion paper aims at highlighting some problems that need to be solved in order to provide consistent and quality specification work.

Discussion
The WID "Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS with Wireless access" will specify what is a telephony service using IMS and how can be specified associated supplementary services. The WID on voice call continuity aims at allowing the continuity between the previously mentioned voice call over IMS and the CS voice call. 
The second WID is clearly dependent on the first one since it defines the continuity of a service that is fully defined in this first WID. However, in terms of work plan and timescale, the WID on voice call continuity and the specification work by SA2 is supposed to be finished before stage 1 on telephony service over IMS is finished. This undoubtedly would lead to inconsistent specification since SA2 will have to make assumption regarding a service to be specified later. 
This problem of timing alignment is particularly critical regarding the support of supplementary services and emergency calls.

Conclusions and recommendations

Since the Work on voice call continuity will be highly dependent upon the work done on Telephony service over IMS, we would recommend to postpone the targeted date of completion for the voice call continuity WID to allow the work on Telephony service over IMS to be completed first and as such making sure the specification is consistent. 
SA1 should indicate such misalignment issue to SA2 through a Liaison Statement, asking SA2 to modify the timeline of the Voice Call Continuity WID.
