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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG SA1 thanks ETSI TC MSG for its LS on eCall requirements.  To assist in the preparation of its Technical Report on the Transferring of emergency Call Data, SA1 would appreciate further information regarding two of the requirements contained in the MSG LS, as given below.
2. Issues Requiring Clarification

2.1  Availability of MSD to PSAP Operator

The MSG requirement states that "the MSD shall be available for the PSAP operator within a maximum of 4 seconds from sending the MSD from the IVS".
SA1 informs MSG that the delay between mobile power up and the ability of that mobile to initiate a call is currently only required "within a reasonable time".  SA1 therefore assume that the 4 second requirement starts when the mobile actually initiates the call, having completed its power up procedures. 
PSAP data processing is outside the scope of SA1.  SA1 would appreciate guidance on the delay that should be assumed between the delivery of the MSD from the 3GPP System and the presentation of the data to the operator.

2.2  Requirements on delivery of information to the PSAP

The MSG requirement states that the MSD shall be delivered "at the same time that the emergency call is placed".

SA1 requests clarification as to whether the full statutory requirements for the delivery to the PSAP of location and other information associated with an E112 call will be applied to eCalls.

2.3  Specification Timescale

MSG request 3GPP to complete the specification by December 2005
SA1 informs MSG that Release 6 and earlier releases are frozen and no additional requirements are acceptable to these releases.  The requirements for Release 7 are about to be finalized.
SA1 assumes that it is acceptable that any new 3GPP requirements needed to support the eCall service are standardised as part of the next release package available (likely to be Release 7) according to the 3GPP work plan for that release.
