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1. Overall Description:

SA3 sent an LS on establishment of a secure channel between UICC and a terminal to SA1 (S3-050627). The LS informed SA1 about the Work Item on “Key establishment between a UICC and a terminal” (S3-050625) that is presented for approval at the upcoming SA#30 plenary. SA1 assumes that this proposed WID supports some aspects of  the SA1 WID “Personal Network Management”. At SA1#30 a baseline draft version of the Personal Network Management specification TS 22.259 was produced that is sent to SA#30 for information.

The document TS 22.259 contains a use case that caused a discussion on potential security implications. SA1 believes this scenario would benefit from the proposed SA3 work.

SA1 kindly asks SA3 to analyze this case for the security aspects.

Description of the functionality split scenario:

TEs/MEs, which don’t have/require a USIM, may have the need to access services provided by the PLMN or to communicate with another entity through the PLMN. These TEs/MEs must be authenticated and authorized by using the USIM of a physically separated device (i.e., a single USIM authority is shared with other TEs/MEs).

In accordance with the 3GPP definitions the MEs have their own 3GPP radio access means, which allows them to directly access the PLMN. The TEs can access 3GPP services indirectly, through the UE.
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(PNM = Personal Network Management)
