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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has discussed IMS Communications Service Identifiers and has agreed the attached CR.

The intention of the CR is so that called party UE can unambiguously identify the service intended by the calling UE and invoke the correct application.

SA1 would also like to provide the following as guidance to SA2 and CT1.
1. Are CSIDs to be limited to 3GPP standardized services or other (eg OMA)?

Each SDO can define its own CSID. 3GPP will define CSID for those services that are specified in 3GPP.


2. Will a CSID be needed for proprietary services?

It is possible for operators to have proprietary services with associated CSID. However, we feel that most of the services will be standardized and a unique CSID be assigned to each.


3. What if new services are defined in the future?

New services can have their own CSID. The service specification should specify this.

4. Should VoIP have its own CSID or be part of MiTE?
IMS voice call is part of MiTE and therefore could share the same CSID.



5. Are CSIDs needed for both SMS (encapsulated) and messaging?
CSID for messaging can be specified by OMA. The UE will use this CSID to determine if the network supports OMA messaging. It will also use this CSID in INVITE requests when it wants to establish a messaging conference between 3 or more participants.
SMS is used by the UE to declare its ability to receive encapsulated SMS’s and tag each IMS Message that contain an encapsulated SMS. 
6. Which services should have a CSID in Release-7?

The services for which 3GPP should define CSID are SMS and Multimedia IMS Telephony. Whether there is a Conferencing CSID requires further consideration by SA1..
