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It is proposed to include the following text in section 6 of TR22.942.

6 Requirements for Service priority and Interaction
The different rule of VASM service priority and interaction should be provided by carrier.

The VASM shall be classified by priority and shall be triggered according to priority. 

The VASM should provide the capability to preset the certain priority.

Y2-D (Y4-B) -- SMFiltering has the higher priority than SMNS subscribed by called.  The messages filtered shall not trigger SMNS subscribed by called.
