Executive Summary
1.1
General

The Priority Service SWG met on April 24, 2007 to progress work on Priority Service.  The meeting highlights included:
· 8 participants from 8 companies.

· 6 input documents.

· 2 output documents.

· The meeting agreed to S1-070482 (agenda for the Priority Service SWG meeting) with modification to include contributions remanded from the SA1 plenary.

· The meeting agreed to S1-070483 that contained TS 22.153, “Multi-media Priority Service – Stage 1” (version 1.0.1) to be used as a basis for contribution to this meeting.

· The meeting agreed to S1-070484 with modification based on meeting discussion that contained proposed modifications to the high-level requirements for MPS. The text will be incorporated into the updated draft of TS 22.153, “Multi-media Priority Service – Stage 1”.
· The meeting noted S1-070585 that contained proposed modifications to the high-level requirement for Priority Session Progression for MPS.

· The meeting agreed to S1-070586 with modification based on meeting discussion that contained proposed modifications to the general description for MPS. The text will be incorporated to update clause 5.2 (Priority Session Origination) and clause 5.6 (Priority Levels) into the updated draft of TS 22.153, “Multi-media Priority Service – Stage 1”. Contributions were requested to clarify when MPS priority processing starts/ends and to determine resources associated with MPS processing.
· The meeting noted S1-070587 that contained proposed clarification to interworking with the CS domain for MPS. Contributions were requested to clarify service interworking aspects between MPS and other services/domains.
· The meeting discussed the next steps and agreed to meet during the June 2007 SA1 meeting (two ¼-day sessions requested). The intent is to send TS 22.153 to TSG-SA#37 for approval, given the specification is sufficiently complete.

2.6 Document Disposition
2.6.1 Multimedia Priority Service Specification
Discussion: S1-070483 contained TS 22.153, the Multi-media Priority Service Specification – Stage 1 (version 1.0.1) to be used as a basis for contribution to this meeting.
· Conclusion: S1-070483 was agreed to be used as the basis for meeting contribution.
Discussion: S1-070484 contained proposed modifications to TS 22.153.
· Conclusion: S1-070484 was agreed with modification to be incorporated into the next revision of TS 22.153, “Multi-media Priority Service – Stage 1”.

Discussion: S1-070585 contained proposed modifications to TS 22.153.

· Conclusion: S1-070585 was noted. The contribution proposed modifications to the high-level requirement for Priority Session Progression for MPS. After a useful discussion and exchange of views, the meeting confirmed that “pre-emption” of active sessions was the intended meaning, and no change was necessary.
Discussion: S1-070586 contained proposed modifications to TS 22.153.

· Conclusion: S1-070586 was agreed with modification to be incorporated into the next revision of TS 22.153, “Multi-media Priority Service – Stage 1”. The contribution proposed modifications to:
· General description in Section 4, indicating that signalling needs to be considered – editorial correction accepted, and the other proposed changes were noted.
· Section 4 high level text to clarify that priority levels are local policy – text “Priority levels are a matter of regional and operator policies” should be included in clause 5.6, instead of clause 4.
· Section 5.1 clarification that all MPS session resources are subject to preferential treatment by the network – contributions were requested to clarify when MPS priority processing starts/ends and to determine the resources associated with MPS processing.
· Section 5.2 clarification that priority treatment is given over users with lower priority in addition to non-priority subscribers – modified text agreed “based on the originating Service User priority level” to be included in the updated draft.
Discussion: S1-070587 contained proposed modifications to TS 22.153.

· Conclusion: S1-070587 was noted. The contribution proposed clarification to interworking with the CS domain for MPS.. The meeting discussed the intent of the contribution and various views were presented on interworking aspects of MPS. Contributions were requested to clarify service interworking aspects between MPS and other services/domains. The general view of the meeting is that MPS is not intended to be an “island” solution, but is intended to work “end-to-end”, which may involve interworking with other domains/networks.
2.6.2 Next Steps
The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work. The meeting agreed to:
1. Contribute to Multimedia Priority Service requirements and open items, as identified in clause 2.6. The intent is to send TS 22.153 to TSG-SA#37 for approval, given the specification is sufficiently complete.

2. Meet during the June 2007 SA1#37 meeting (Two ¼-day sessions requested).

3. The Rapporteur will incorporate meeting agreements into an updated draft of TS 22.153 that will be contributed to the next meeting.

The chairman thanked the meeting participants for their contribution and diligent efforts.
