Justification

The recommended requirements and conclusions in TR22.937 (service continuity between mobile and WLAN networks) and TR22.812 (network selection requirements for non-3GPP access) may require the formulation of TSs and/or stage 1 CRs to existing 3GPP specifications. The relevant recommendations in TR22.937 and TR22.812 are reproduced in the appropriate sections below.

Objective

To create viable TSs and/or CRs to 3GPP stage 1 specifications where such are required to fulfil the recommendations and conclusions in TR22.812 and TR22.937.
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Service Aspects



TSs and/or stage 1 CRs may be required to meet the following recommendations of TR22.937 and TR22.812:
· It shall be possible to support service continuity of the multimedia session, including  the IMS session, if used, from the WLAN to the 3GPP network and vice-versa

· The system shall be capable of assuring a seamless service continuity to the end user, when moving between WLAN access network and the 3GPP access network. 
· A mechanism needs to be defined to control how the UE selects non-3GPP access types and that this should complement the mechanisms already in place for the selection of 3GPP access types (GSM, UMTS, I-WLAN). This should include similar features to those for PLMN network selection mechanism including consideration of “Steering of Roaming”.

TSs or stage 1 CRs required for other aspects of this WI could have an impact on the MMI aspects.

Charging Aspects



TSs and/or stage 1 CRs may be required to meet the following recommendations of TR22.937 and TR22.812:
· The NOs shall be aware of the status of the UE with respect to the network attachment and shall be capable of charging the subscriber according to the type of access used.

· The NOs shall be capable of collecting on-line and off-line charging information. 
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Security Aspects



TSs and/or stage 1 CRs may be required to meet the following recommended requirements of TR22.937:
· It shall be possible for the 3GPP NO and the WLAN NO to operate their own completely separate security systems, including independent authentication centres in their respective CNs.
· The UE shall be capable of connecting to the non-3GPP network via a WLAN in a secure way using the appropriate security and authentication mechanisms for that network.
· The UICC shall be able to support separate NAAs for the 3GPP access and WLAN access, where the credentials in each NAA are different.

· Where the UICC supports separate NAAs for 3GPP access and WLAN access, the UICC shall permit simultaneous sessions with both NAAs on different logical channels.
· Concerning the access identity, it will be important that an agreement is sought with the appropriate specification body (e.g. IEEE for WiFi) on how to uniquely identify the access. It is also important that the security requirements are met and these may need further consideration and consultation with other groups.
