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1. Overall Description:

3GPP recently agreed on a work item addressing Customized Ringing Signal (CRS) related topic.

As a reminder, a Customized Ringing Signal (CRS) is a value added service by which an operator enables the subscriber to customize the ringing signal which is played to the called party. Subject to the consent by the terminating party, with CRS, the calling party can configure the preferred text, multimedia clips or other customized ringing will be shown to the callee’s terminal instead of traditional one.
As stated in this work item, the objective is to specify the service requirements of the CRS in CS CN and IMS including the service requirements related to the transfer in 3GPP for Customized Originating Multimedia Information Services from TISPAN stage 1 (based on user cases and service description of COMIP and COMIF contained in ETSI TR 181 015).

The detailed description of this work item is attached to this LS.

3GPP SA1 was informed by some of its members that OMA initiated a Bird of Feather (BoF) on Customized Multimedia Ringing. Hence, work cooperation between both organisations will be very helpful to avoid any work overlap or duplication of efforts.
Hence, at this current stage, 3GPP SA1 will be very interested in the conclusions/recommendations that will be made by the OMA BoF on Customized Multimedia Ringing.
Based on these conclusions, 3GPP SA 1 would be very happy to discuss with OMA how to share efforts about this subject. A way forward would be to coordinate efforts among both organisations and to identify specific areas each organisation will be responsible for.
2. Actions:

3GPP SA 1 kindly requests OMA to identify when any formal standards work may be started in OMA and to keep 3GPP periodically updated on the progress of CMR work in OMA to ensure good collaboration and cooperation.
3GPP SA 1 also kindly requests OMA to provide 3GPP SA 1 with some information about the recommendations that will be made by the Bird of Feather (BoF) on Customized Multimedia Ringing. 

The goal will be to identify some ways to share efforts across both 3GPP and OMA organisations in order to avoid work overlap and duplication of efforts.
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
