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1. Overall Description:

SA2 did inform SA1 that resulting from some EPS optimisation in order to make EPS more “IP-friendly” the UE IP address is being handled by the user plane and not always signalled to the S-GW, SGSN (for users using the S4 interface), and MME (for all users).

SA1 is invited to comment, if desired.

SA1 has not currently identified any service or feature requiring availability of “A-party” address at the EPS control plane. It is assumed that services depending on A-party address (e.g. MCID, ODB for premium rate,  international calls etc.) would be invoked in IMS or MSC (in case of CS fallback).
