4.1.1
Items related to SA Plenary Action (on IMC)

The discussions of S1-083094 questioned the SA Plenary decision and liaison. There was a heated debate on the definition of IMC, and the 3GPP document that should be used.

The results were as follows:

1. It was agreed that a definition was needed for TR 21.905.

For next meeting, the SWG chairman requested participating organisations to bring contributions that explain and then propose a definition for IMC to be put in 21.905. 

One definition was almost, but not agreed. It does not represent agreed text.

IMS Credentials (IMC): The collection of IMS security data and functions, but not a part of ISIM and not derived from a USIM, that may be used for IMS access by non-3GPPonly terminals. Note: a non-3GPP only terminals is a terminal that does not support the capability to use an  access system specified by 3GPP.

2. Contributions on where the requirements should be documented. The requirements proposed in S1-083094 for 22.101 were discussed. There was some resistance to including anything 22.101. There was a proposal to use 22.228 instead. No conclusion was reached. 

3. Contributions on the requirements to be documented in the result of item 2.

Proposed to SA1 plenary that item 1 be started as an email discussion thread. Michael Boote will moderate. If time, email discussions on items 2 and 3 may occur.
The Alcatel Lucent contributions were noted but expected to be revised and submitted to next meeting, following the email discussion.

1. New requirement to enable the Multimedia Telephony Service to provide tones and announcements to the originating terminal (UE) during call set up. This requirements needs a basic call mechanism, and should be targeted at 22.228.

2. New requirement on the UE to use the tones and announcements from the network, when available, rather than any customised tones or announcements stored in, or generated by, the terminal. This is out of scope of the Common IMS SWG, and would need to be considered in SA1 plenary or another SWG.

Interested organisations were requested to assist the contributors to provide revised contributions targeted at 22.228 and possibly 22.173.

The liaison from SA2 clearly indicated restrictions on what SA2 believed they could deliver in Release 9, and some outstanding issues that would need to be considered in a later release. The LS requested a change to the WID to reduce the scope.
S1-083091 and S1-083042 both identified TS 22.228, rather than TS 22.101, as a better place to specify the requirements.
There was agreement that the requirements should be placed against TS 22.228. The WID will need to be updated. 
It was agreed to propose the use of TS 22.228 to capture the requirements and the WID to be updated in the presentation of the report to SA1.

083042 had been generated as a TR containing requirements as well as use cases. It was agreed that use cases should be used to illustrate the requirements, and this assists in constructing the requirements wording. It was agreed that there was no time to generate a TR and then the CR's to TS 22.228.
It was agreed that the term Service continuity should be used to align with SA2 TS23.237.

There was some discussion of the use cases and whether there was alignment between the two contributions and the restrictions in SA2. There was concern on whether it is possible to transfer media only to a device that has no associated signalling, but does have an IP address. There was also concern as to whether the transferred-to device could be assured to be owned by the same user.
It was agreed that a reply LS is needed. It should indicate that SA1 will update the WID to reflect the SA2 restrictions, and that requirements supporting the SA2 work are expected as CR's to the next SA1 meeting. Cc to all. Jan Ignatius (NSN) volunteered to draft the LS. There was insufficient time to consider the output liaison.

A CR must not use "etc." There was a comment that it should not make assumptions on the UE capabilities, but the network should communicate to the UE and the UE chooses presentation method. Some of the text looked informative and not normative, the contributor should use "should, shall, may" etc. and avoid the use of such words as "can." The term "answering machine" was too specific, a more generic wording was required and it should be clear it is a network based service machine. A better title (for the CR and the clause name) was needed (e.g. busy management).

The CR was noted, expect revision next meeting incorporating comments, can also undertake email discussion.
