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Introduction
The technical report 22.985 Service requirements for the 3GPP User Data Convergence analyzes requirements for simplified accessing of user data stored in a repository. Section 5 in that TR provides a classification of data. An important fraction of the user data is the so-called transparent data, which is data that the HSS understands syntactically but not semantically. Application Servers may store, update, and retrieve transparent data in the HSS to support its service logic. 
Since transparent data is data required to offer a service to the user, we believe that transparent data is actually Subscriber Data, according to the definition provided in the TR. The purpose of this contribution is to clarify the classification of transparent data.

Subscriber Data
Before a user can enjoy a service, he should subscribe the service first. The subscription data relates to the necessary information the mobile system ought to know to perform the service. User identities (e.g. MSISDN, IMSI, IMPU, IMPI), service data (e.g. service profile in IMS), and transparent data (data stored by Application Servers for service execution) are the examples of the subscription data. This kind of user data has a lifetime as long as the user is permitted to use the service and may be modified during the lifetime.

This kind of data may be accessed and configured via UE on user behalf. In Presence service, the resource list is kind of user customized data which contains the buddy lists of the user.
