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Discussion and conclusion
The change request in S1-084106 proposes to mandate high-speed UICC interface, specified in TS 31.101, to all Release 9 MEs.

The source of this document is in the opinion that mandating high-speed UICC interface to all terminals is not beneficial for the industry. The source likes to point out that in release 9 there will exist several form factors including data cards which don’t benefit from high-speed UICC i/f. It is obvious that in release 9 time frame there will also exist very cheap terminals where the main design factor is cost-efficiency and the price of BOM. The proposed requirement in S1-084106 potentially contradicts to this. 
The source concludes that it shall be completely up to the market (by the terms of end-user requirements and negotiations between operators and terminal vendors) to require and decide which internal UE interfaces to implement. Hence no implementation requirement such as proposed in S1-084106 is needed in SA1 specifications.
Moreover the source companies have identified a number of technical constraints with the interface defined in TS 31.101 that other 3GPP working groups might have opinions.
