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Introduction
The current WID on "Enhanced Home NodeB / eNodeB (EHNB)" (SP-080791)  foresees support of PWS and ETWS in Rel-9. Although in SA1 it is implicitly assumed that H(e)NB fulfils the same  functionality as (macro) NodeB / eNodeB, this may not be clear to all groups.
Moreover, the requirement for Rel-9 may have impact on the Rel8 protocol design in RAN3.
Therefore we consider it appropriate to make the requirement to support PWS and ETWS explicit in TS 22.220. 

Conclusion

It is proposed to include the following high level requirement:
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5.5
Services support
5.5.1
General

Subject to availability of network resources there shall be no difference in the user experience when using the PLMN provided services via HNB/HeNB or via NB/eNB.
Depending on operator preferences and in compliance with regulatory requirements services in support of public safety: ETWS [9] and PWS [10] shall be supported. 
Additional registration and paging load as a result of HNB/HeNB deployment shall be minimized.

Deployment of HNB/HeNBs and NB/eNBs on the same spectrum should not degrade the performance of UEs receiving service from NB/eNBs.

Deployment of HNB/HeNBs and NB/eNBs on the same spectrum should not degrade the NB/eNB’s coverage and capacity.
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
