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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has reviewed and discussed incoming LS S1-090133 on “on Inter-access system Handover Requirement for emergency calls for UEs without valid IMSI”.  Below are SA1 responses to the second set of questions in the action items: 
SA2 also request SA1 to clarify the requirements for the following two cases of UEs without a validated IMSI, i.e. 

(a)   UE without a UICC or

SA1 Answer: TS 22.101 require support for UICC-less UEs where required by local regulation.
(b)  UE with an IMSI that cannot be validated. 

SA1 Answer: Per TS 22.101 emergency call requirements, both types of unauthenticated UEs must be supported per local regulation.  Additional information can be found in the TR 22.984 study.  That is, some local regulatory requirements mandate service providers to provide emergency service without validation, hence this include UE with an IMSI that cannot be validated.  See for example Code of Federal Regulation section 20.18 2 (b), see bolded text below:

“Basic 911 Service. Commercial Mobile Radio Service (CMRS) providers subject to this section must transmit all wireless 911 calls without respect to their call validation process to a Public Safety Answering Point, or, where no Public Safety Answering Point has been designated, to a designated statewide default answering point or appropriate local emergency authority pursuant to §64.3001 of this chapter, provided that “all wireless 911 calls” is defined as “any call initiated by a wireless user dialing 911 on a phone using a compliant radio frequency protocol of the serving carrier.”
