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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed the issue on the interaction of CAT and IMS.
Currently, the description in TS 22.182 and TS 24.182 on this issue is aligned with each other, however with the discussion in CT1, we have reached the consensus that this interaction needs to be clarified for both specifications.

(1)
According to subclause 4.2.4.1 of TS 22.182 and subclause 4.6.5 of TS 24.182, there is an interaction with CAT and OIR. However, upon further analysis “OIR” described in these subclauses are not aligned with the definition of the OIR service in TS 22.273.
(2)
Further, according to the current procedures, it is possible for the originating user to find out about the subscription of terminating user’s CAT (i.e. with or without CAT associated with calling user’s identity) by originating user requesting calls with or without privacy, which seems to be an improper specification as terminating user may not want to reveal about its subscription status to the originating user.
During the discussion in CT1, it was questioned whether the identity of the originating user shall or shall not be provided with CAT associated to the originating user’s identity (if terminating user has such configuration and) when privacy was applied to the request. There were two views on the way forward;

(A)
CAT and OIR services shall be independent, as the terminating user will NOT receive the originating user’s identity, which is aligned with the concept of OIR; or 

(B)
Originating user shall NOT receive CAT, as the originating user may feel, although not true, that the terminating user could have understood that the request was from the originator, depending on the content of CAT (e.g. especially in case if name of the user is being announced, but not true for generic music, etc.)
There were following comments on both ways forward:

In case (A) is chosen:

· it shall be carefully considered on the user experience of the calling party.

In case (B) is chosen:
· it shall be carefully considered to solve the concern raised in (2) above; and 

· either the definition of OIR needs to be modified so that privacy shall also be applied to AS providing service for terminating user, or such concept shall be described elsewhere in the specification not as an interaction with OIR but for something new.
Either way forward, it was seen that this issue is in the scope of SA1 and needs to be straightened out in order to correctly implement stage 3 specification.

More details are described in the attached discussion paper discussed in CT1. Please note that this attached discussion paper was only noted with no conclusion on the technical proposal made, as we clearly needed guidance from SA1, and is attached for the purpose for better understanding on the issue.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
Consider revising the interaction of CAT and OIR as described in subclause 4.2.4.1 of TS 22.182 based on the discussion in CT1 described above, and to inform CT1 on the consensus and any changes made.
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
