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1. Overall Description:

As a result of discussions of the scope of its Technical Report on Protection against Unsolicited Communication in IMS, SA3 wishes to include the protection of users to targeted individual communications as well as mass or bulk communications  

However, SA3 notes that in 3GPP TS 22.228: “Service requirements for the Internet Protocol (IP) multimedia core network subsystem (IMS); Stage 1”.  Unsolicited Communication is defined as: 

“Unsolicited Communication (UC) denotes bulk communication in IMS where the benefit is weighted in favour of the sender. In general the receiver(s) of UC do not wish to receive such communication. UC may comprise of, e.g., “SPam over IP Telephony (SPIT)" [22] or "SPam over IP Messaging (SPIM)”.
