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Abstract of document:

This Technical Report (TR) presents the results of the study on Personal Broadcast Service. 

Personal Broadcast Service (PBS) is a content distribution service using 3GPP accesses. This enables any Internet user, private company or mobile user to generate content, and broadcast/multicast it to mobile users.
Various use cases including interactive personal broadcast service, mobile broadcast service, localized broadcast service, etc., are presented, and service requirements are identified. It is recommended that 3GPP includes Personal Broadcast Service in its scope in their future studies and work on evolved system.
