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Introduction

This contribution proposes to merge the two highly related MTC Features (MTC Monitoring and Jamming Indication) to one MTC Feature (MTC Monitoring). 

Discussion

MTC Monitoring is the MTC Feature to monitor the abnormal events of MTC Device and report/notify to MTC Server and/or MTC User.  The loss of signal reception is just another abnormal event that should be reported.

MTC Monitoring

The MTC Feature MTC Monitoring is intended for use with MTC Devices that are employed in locations with high risk, e.g. possibility of vandalism or theft.  This system optimisation is not intended to protect the MTC Device or prevent theft or vandalism of the MTC Device but is intended to provide functionality to detect events that may possibly be the result of theft or vandalism.

NOTE:
Certain monitoring functions can be provided for the MTC User.

For the MTC Monitoring MTC Feature:

-
It shall be possible for the network to detect events that may be the result of theft or vandalism to the MTC Device. The following events shall be detectable by the network:

-
behaviour which is not aligned with other activated MTC Feature(s)

-
change in the point of attachment

-
change of the association between the UE and the UICC

-
The MTC User shall define which of the above events will be detected.   

-
Upon the above event detection, it shall be possible for the network to 

-
provide a warning notification to the MTC User and/or MTC Server

-
limit the services provided to the MTC Device (e.g. reduce allocated resource) 

-
The MTC User shall define what occurs when an event is detected. 
-
The MTC Device shall be able to transfer other event notification to the MTC Server where the event detection is out of 3GPP scope. This may include events such as the loss of signal reception, etc.
NOTE:
Loss of signal reception refers to a situation when a MTC Device can no longer receive the network which could be due to interference (e.g. from a jammer or other source) or other reasons
