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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA1 received, via 3GPP SA, the LS (SP-090865) sent by ITU-T SG12 concerning “Numbering for GSM-based Machine-to-Machine services”. This LS was presented during the 3GPP SA1 plenary during TSG-SA1 #49 meeting. 
The purpose of the LS was to alert 3GPP on a possible issue with M2M with regards to the use of MSISDN/E.164 and IMSI/E.212 for M2M services (having to take into account potentially a lot of clients, there is a significant risk that some national numbering/dialling plans run out of numbers in the near future).
3GPP SA1 is pleased to inform ITU-T SG2 that 3GPP agreed to open a Study Item on this topic in order to determine an alternative to identify individual devices and route messages between those devices. Requirements for this alternative include:
· Effectively identify addressing method to be used for end point devices

· Effectively route messaging between those devices

· Support multiple methods for delivering messages, as defined by 22.368

· Support land-based and wireless connectivity

· Make use of IP-based network architectures

· Addressing/identifiers must support mobility and roaming

· Support on high speed packet-switched networks when available and on circuit-switched networks
· Security aspects
3GPP SA1 will inform ITU-SG2 on the result of this study.
