 Migration from ISO to USB interface

It is beneficial for some applications if they can use an interface capable to provide higher data throughput than the ISO one. 

Currently there are two interfaces defined for the UICC platform: ISO interface (see ETSI TS 102 221 v9.1.0) and USB interface (see ETSI TS 102 600 v7.7.0). The “high speed” interface is currently defined as an option in TS 22.101. Considering the slow adaption of USB interface in the market the migration scenarios from the ISO interface to the USB interface might be examined.
The following migration strategies can be evaluated:

Option 1: starting from Release X and/or date dd.mm.yyyy a ME will be allowed to support all 3GPP features only via USB interface. 

Option 2: for some selected 3GPP features the USIM support will only be specified via USB interface. 

Fragmentation of UE market and differences in the requirements of MNO’s make the second scenario more realistic and therefore the Option 2 should be taken as a main option in the definition of new USIM based services. 
In order to smooth the migration, use of high speed interface for communication between UICC and ME in case both support the USB interface should be preferred. This will allow sending all APDU over USB and as a consequence all currently existing applications will automatically profit from this approach.
