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Introduction
In the M2M SWG, we discussed a way forward for a prioritisation vote.
Idea is to agree first on a list of items that can be voted for. Then on Wednesday afternoon, we will cast priority votes. Every company will have 5 votes to give to their priority topics.

There is an agreement to add all the individual MTC Features on the list of items. Furthermore, the agreement is to somehow group the common requirements in a reasonable number of clusters. This document proposes the list of items which need to be agreed to before the vote.
Suggested list of items to vote for
The following items are proposed to cluster common requirements in TS 22.368v11.0.1:
1. 
restrict USIM to specific MEs/MTC Devices
2. 
efficiently maintain connectivity for a large number of MTC Devices
3. 
common requirement on lower power consumption (excluding any MTC Features related to power consumption)
4. 
operator policies and application requirements on MTC Device state when not communicating

5. 
device triggering (excluding: Location Specific Trigger)

6. 
handling large numbers of identifiers including, addressing inside a private IP space and no MISDN
7. 
handling groups, group ID, group based charging

8. 
charging requirements (excluding group based charging)
In addition the MTC Features in TS 22.368v11.0.1 are proposed to become individual items:

MTC Feature Low Mobility

10. MTC Feature Time Controlled

11. MTC Feature Time Tolerant (excluding what has been implemented already in overload control)
12. MTC Feature Packet Switched (PS) Only

13. MTC Feature Small Data Transmissions

14. MTC Feature Mobile Originated Only

15. MTC Feature Infrequent Mobile Terminated

16. MTC Feature MTC Monitoring

17. MTC Feature Priority Alarm

18. MTC Feature Secure Connection

19. MTC Feature Location Specific Trigger

20. MTC Feature Network Provided Destination for Uplink Data
21. MTC Feature Infrequent Transmission 
22. Group Based MTC Features

Note that the common requirements don't cover the basic subscription related requirements. These will be needed as soon as MTC Features are supported, but it makes no sense to separately do prioritization for these features.
Also security requirements and device management requirements are not included as they don't state any additional functionality.
