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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on Smart Congestion Management Feasibility Study (FS_LTE_SCE).

SA1 has discussed the issues outlined in the LS as well as the solution identified in the LS. SA1 would like to confirm this proposal would address the issues identified by RAN2, for UEs supporting the proposal.
SA1has agreed to introduce new requirements in Rel-12 (see attachment S1-14xxxa) accordingly:

· To allow distinct access control for MMTEL when Access Class Barring is applied, namely to allow a UE not to apply Access Class Barring for MMTEL, under control of the network

· To allow a UE subject to SSAC not to apply Access Class Barring, under control of the network

With regard to the solution in the RAN2 LS, SA1 also discussed a potential issue impacting legacy MMTEL UEs supporting SSAC but not supporting this solution. Such UE may suffer worse MMTEL access attempt experience compared to the UE that supports the new mechanism when SSAC is activated with Access Class Barring skipping. SA1 think that this impact should be minimized, and suggest that RAN2 take this into account in their work (e.g., consider an early implementable solution).

In addition, SA1 also agreed a new requirement to allow mobile originating call for SMS in EUTRAN to not apply Access Class Barring, under control of the network (see attachment S1-14xxxb).
Furthermore, SA WG1 has additional guidance for RAN2:

It is understood that in terms of access control, a UE belonging to special categories (AC11-15) has a higher priority than UE not belonging to any of the special categories.
However, bypassing Access Class Barring for MMTEL could violate this rule such that MMTEL from UE not belonging to any of the special categories (AC11-15) could bypass ACB even when packet data from UE belonging to special categories is barred. This problem occurs when the network configures SIB such that MMTEL is to bypass ACB and that UE belonging to special categories is barred.

SA WG1 found the above case is a network misconfiguration (the setting of the ACB broadcast message) and saw no needs to clarify this in stage 1 spec.

2. Actions:

To RAN2: 

1. SA1 would like to inform RAN2 it has endorsed the solution proposed in the incoming LS from RAN2 and SA1 kindly recommends RAN2 to finalize their work in Release 12.
2. SA1 kindly asks RAN2 to consider a solution for the agreed requirement for SMS.
