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Abstract: Explains the usage of PTT and MCPTT
There were questions raised on mixing of terms, PTT and MCPTT with the TS.  The MCPTT WID SP-130728 states in its objectives that requirements for MCPTT will include Push to Talk (PTT) group and PTT individual communications.
From this one could view the PTT as the general (or legacy) usage and when MCPTT is used it is the specific PTT for satisfying MCPTT.

In the section 4.1, Overview the usage is consistent with this view, as are the definitions in section 3.1.

If this view (i.e., PTT general/legacy and MCPTT specific) is agreed, then the suggested changes are: 
· a selective replacement of the occurrence of ”PTT service” with “MCPTT service” in the TS 22.179 is proposed.

· Global replancement of “PTT administrator” to “MCPTT administrator” and 
· add the following text to currently blank Introduction section 

This document covers requirements for Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) service (represented by the term, MCPTT service). The specifications contained within this document can also form the basis for a non-mission critical push to talk service (called a PTT service).
