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Abstract: This contribution provides modifications to TS22.179 v0.6.0. in order to support the receipt of one or more Group Call transmissions and one or more Private Call transmissions simultaneously.   When the MCPTT UE is transmitting on a Group Call OR a Private Call, support to receive multiple Group Call and/or Private Call transmissions is supported.
Discussion
At any time, an MCPTT UE may be receiving audio on multiple MCPTT Groups.  The TS currently limits the MCPTT UE to receiving a single MCPTT Group Call while participating in an MCPTT Private Call.
The TS limits the MCPTT to receiving a single MCPTT Private Calls while participating in MCPTT Group Calls.  From the conception of Private Calls in legacy systems, LMR Private Call functionality limits a user to a single Private Call at a time.  In the spirit of providing flexible solutions in order to support innovational thinking and solutions in the future, it is conceivable that it will be desirable for a user to participate in more than one Private Calls simultaneously.  
One case to consider is a user coordinating efforts at a traffic incident that involves a tanker truck that is carrying hazardous waste.  The user is in a Private Call with a hazardous waste expert, and receives a Private Call request from his supervisor whom he needs to provide a brief update.  The user retains the Private Call with the hazardous waste user while discussing the status of the incident with the supervisor on a second Private Call.  Depending on the implementation, the user may hear audio from one or both of the Private Calls at the same time, or the device may be logging the audio of each call simultaneously.  Other innovative reasons for supporting multiple Private Calls may be considered in the future.  The proposed requirements provide support for multiple Private Calls at one time.
In all cases, the MCPTT UE is limited to transmitting on one MCPTT Group Call or MCPTT Private Call at a time, keeping with the current MCPTT model.

Proposal
This contribution expands the existing requirements for interactions between MCPTT Group Calls and MCPTT Private Calls to support a multitude of each call type to coexist, rather than single calls at a time.
It is proposed to change the text in TS22.179 as follows:

Monitoring

The MCPTT service shall allow a UE to be receiving or transmitting in one MCPTT Group while simultaneously receiving additional MCPTT Groups.

The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to order the MCPTT Groups being monitored by the UE.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to configure the number (N4) of calls to be simultaneously received by a UE, authorized by an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N5) of MCPTT Group transmissions that a UE can simultaneously receive.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N10) of MCPTT Private Calls in which a UE  simultaneously participates.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized UE to prioritize the order in which multiple MCPTT Groups are monitored by the UE.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to prioritize the order in which multiple MCPTT Groups are monitored by the UE.
