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Abstract:   A new subclause is created for service continuity when a large number of MCPTT Users move together.
This contribution describes the performance requirement of service continuity.
Public safety incidents can occur in diverse environments with little or no predictability. Some events may move around with time-varying boundaries such as search and rescue in catastrophes, pursuit scenario, etc. 
In a pursuit scenario, the surveillance and pursuit may cross multiple districts to follow the suspects before the final arrestment. In this scenario, a large number of the MCPTT users may leave their own coverage region and move to the neighboring district to catch the suspect as shown in figure 1. It is important to keep the service continuity during the whole duration.
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Figure 1 Pursuit scenario illustration
In a large-scale disaster, such as tsunami, first responders from multiple organizations and agencies will be organized to search and rescue survivors in a very large area. In this scenario, a large number of MCPTT Users may cross multiple cells. How to keep the service continuity of a large number of MCPTT users also needs to be considered.
Editors’ note: In A NPSTC Public Safety Communications Report ”Use Cases & Requirements for Public Safety Multimedia Emergency Services (MMES)”,the similar requirement are mentioned in section 5.16 Use Case #16 - DEA Surveillance:
The surveillance will cross multiple states and jurisdictions and will require uninterrupted service for the duration of the operation.  The agents’ ability to communicate and access data will need to be continuous and to a consistent quality of service when passing from one PSBN service area to another (i.e., from state to state).
It is proposed to add a new subclause for service continuity when a large number of MCPTT Users move together.

6.4.1
General aspects

The MCPTT service shall enable an MCPTT Administrator to configure which MCPTT Group Members are authorized to select to transmit to an MCPTT Group. 

Editor's note: this requirement should be moved to a future administrative clause of the document.

An MCPTT Group Call shall be uninterrupted when a significant portion of the Affiliated MCPTT Group Members move together from one area to another (e.g., after a handover).
