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Abstract: <This contribution introduce the video broadcast by dispatcher to a MCPTT Group>
Discussion:
Video downlink transmission to a MCPTT Group may include two kinds of use cases. In the first typical use case, a dispatcher and a video source are located at the same position, and the dispatcher can broadcast the video directly to the MCPTT Group. In the second typical use case, a dispatcher and a video source are located at different positions, and the dispatcher can forward the video from the video source to the MCPTT Group. 

Use Case 1: Broadcast a Video
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Use Case : Forward a Video
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It is depicted that the Step 3 and Step 4 in Use Case 2 are the same as the Step 1 and Step 2 in Use Case 1. In both cases, the dispatcher just broadcasts one video to all the Members of the MCPTT Group. And the dispatcher can also terminate the video broadcast at any time normally. 
Proposal:
It is suggested to introduce  the following requirements into the Rel-14 MCPTT TS.
