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Abstract: This paper proposes a general use case to describe functionality not fitting to other more specialised use cases.

5.x	Use Case N General LTE based TV service
5.x.1	Description
A MNO operates an LTE based TV service. Receivers of the LTE based TV service can be subscribers of the MNO or roaming subscribers of other MNOs. While receiving LTE based TV service these UEs shall be able to make use of other 3GPP provided services they might be subscribed to, such as voice, SMS or data . A special case is receive-only devices that do not have any subscription and thus will only receive limited service.
Main design goal and reason for the work item for the LTE based TV service is the efficient use of resources allocated for. For example usage of eMBMS (Rel-13) limits currently TV service to 60% of cell resources and a pre-configured allocation manner, this constraint needs to be lifted for LTE based TV service.
5.x.2		Pre-conditions 
A MNO dedicates radio resources to LTE based TV service.
5.x.3	Service Flows
 LTE based TV services is provided by the MNO to receivers that might be subscribers of the MNO, roaming subscribers or receive only devices. If receivers are subscribers to the MNO or a roaming partner they shall be able to make use of their other subscribed to 3GPP services while receiving LTE based TV service.
The TV programs provided via the LTE based TV service may be combinations of SD, FHD and UHD resolution.
5.x.4	Post-conditions
Receivers are happily enjoying exciting TV programs provided by the LTE based TV service.
5.x.5	Potential Requirements
The 3GPP network shall allow the MNO to provide LTE based TV service to his subscribers, roaming subscriber and receive only devices
Note: Receive only devices can only receive Free-to-Air programs.
While receiving TV programs via the LTE based TV service, subscribers shall be able to make use of their other subscribed to services such as voice, data or SMS.
The 3GPP network shall support combinations of SD, FHD and UHD resolution programs on the radio resources dedicated to LTE based TV service. 
The 3GPP network shall be able use the resources allocated to LTE based TV service efficiently e.g. the current limitation where a maximum of 60% of the LTE transmission capacity can be allocated to eMBMS should be removed, thereby making the full capacity available to eMBMS.
