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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on ACDC requirements (R2-152839/S1-XXXXXX). 
SA1 discussed the RAN2 agreements and SA1 shares the same view on agreeements (1) – (4). 
Regarding ACDC interaction with other access control mechanisms, SA1 confirms that the serving network shall be able to simultaneously indicate ACDC with other forms of access control, with the following rules:

Regarding ACDC and ACB interaction:

ACDC shall override ACB.
Regarding ACDC and EAB interaction:

If a UE is configured for both EAB and ACDC, and the serving network simultaneously broadcasts EAB and ACDC configuration, the UE shall be subject to both access control mechanisms, as follows:
-
If the UE determines that access to the network is not barred as per EAB or that the UE is permitted to override an EAB restriction, then access to the network is subject to ACDC.

-
If the UE determines that access to the network is barred as per EAB and that the UE is not permitted to override the EAB restriction, then access to the network is barred as per EAB.
Regarding ACDC and SSAC interaction:

If a UE is configured for both SSAC and ACDC, and the serving network simultaneously broadcasts SSAC and ACDC configuration, the UE shall be subject to both access control mechanisms
