Description

It is important to document usage over unlicensed access networks such that an operator has the facility to determine which type of access network the traffic was transported over.
For example, LTE-WiFi Aggregation (LWA) and License Assisted Access (LAA) are two features whereby a UE is connected to two access technologies at the same time, i.e., a primary access and a secondary access, where the secondary access technology operates in unlicensed spectrum. In these particular cases, the secondary access technology may be represented by a LAA cell or a WLAN including a set of one or more WLAN APs.

Requirements

The 3GPP network shall be able to identify traffic which was transported over an unlicensed access network.
