Introduction
This document is a report of topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#71 (Gothenburg, Sweden, 7 - 9 March 2016).

Summary
SA1 presented X documents to SA for approval.
· 14 CR packs were approved without revision;
· 3 WIDs were approved without revision;
· 1 TS for approval was approved.
· 1 TR for approval was approved.
· 3 TSs for information were noted.
· 4 TRs for information were noted.
· 5 Exception sheets were approved without revision

SA1 Status Report
The SA1 Status Report in SP-160090 was presented for information and was Noted.
The working agreement declared during SA WG1#73 "The 3GPP System shall support a secure mechanism to remotely provision an IoT device, that has not been pre-provisioned with its 3GPP subscription credentials" was not challenged and the agreement is confirmed.
MediaTek commented that the FS_SMARTER studies are still ongoing even though Rel-14 is closing for Stage 1. The SA WG1 Chairman replied that the studies can complete in Rel-15 where the normative SMARTER work will be done. The Work Plan manager commented that the study is currently included in Release 14 and suggested this remain in Rel-14. SA WG1 was asked to try to complete the TRs as part of Rel-14. This implies that the TRs should be approved with Rel-14 on the cover and a Rel-14 version number.
Items of interest to SA1
I-WLAN specifications
There was an incoming LS from CT1 on whether I-WLAN specifications should be promoted towards Release 13. A reply LS from SA was agreed in SP-160228.

There are different ways how the discontinuation of I-WLAN is treated in different working groups. There are differences at which release I-WLAN is stopped, and there different procedures on what to do with specifications that are no longer maintained, or are withdrawn. E.g. in the SA1 specification on I-WLAN, a statement is added to the scope that this specification is no longer maintained. However, MCC still promotes the specification to new releases. There seems to be no agreed procedure on how to decide on, and what to then do with discontinuation of Technical Specifications.

The decision was to inform CT1 that they should for the moment not promote the TS. 3GPP SA will come up with a procedure on what to do with specifications that are discontinued/withdrawn.
Wearables WID
A new SA1 WID on Wearable device using LTE was proposed as a company contribution in SP-160134. This WID was revised via SP-160195 and SP-160219, into SP-160231 which was approved. The title of the WID is Remote UE access via relay UE, with acronym REAR. Completion is expected by SA#72 (June 2016). Rapporteur is provided by Huawei.
SA-RAN coordination on Next Generation Architecture
Erik Guttman (chair 3GPP SA) presented a plan for SA-RAN coordination on Next Generation Architecture in SP-160003. The focus is on collaboration between different WGs whose work will impact Next Generation Architecture (i.e. RAN WGs, SA2, SA3, etc). Plan is to address the collaboration in a the form of one or more Next Generation Architecture WIDs, to be approved at SA#74 (Dec 2016). This implies that there will be no SA-RAN workshop on Next Generation Architecture as was originally planned.

Incoming LS on GSM-R
A liaison statement was received from ETSI TC-RT NG2R with a request for collaboration with 3GPP Future Railways Mobile Communications System (SP-160176). 

It was noted that the requirements for FRMCS are partially covered by the existing Mission Critical Service requirement specifications. What additional aspects need to be added for FRMCS to the already available 3GPP (Mission Critical) service specifications should be discussed in 3GPP SA1. That works best if FRMCS experts attend the 3GPP SA1 meetings. 

A reply LS was sent from 3GPP SA to ask ETSI TC-RT NG2R (SP-160230) to bring FRMCS related requirements to 3GPP SA1.

Incoming LS on V2X
In SP-160150, a reply LS was received from TTC regarding LTE support for V2X services, with feedback on our 3GPP TR 22.885. The LS was forwarded to SA1 for consideration.

Unlicensed Spectrum Offloading System enhancements
The CR pack in SP-160116 was discussed. Intel commented that there was a misleading list of unlicensed accesses in 22.101 CR0512R2. It is a common understanding that in 22.101 CR0512R2, clause 32.1, the list of unlicensed accesses are examples only and not intended to be comprehensive. MediaTek Inc. commented that the CRs make the use of unlicensed spectrum generic, indicating the above as examples only. This means the CRs go beyond the approved scope of the WID. SA WG1 was asked to restrict the scope of these changes to that of the approved WID only. These CRs were then approved.
