5.3.3.3
Resource efficiencies for mobility management

The 5G mobility management requirements included in [x] clause 5.3.2 apply for minimizing resource usage in support of IoT devices.  In addition to those requirements, the following are specific to IoT devices.

[PR.5.3.3.3-001] The 3GPP system shall provide efficient support for IoT devices with restricted range of mobility (e.g., within a warehouse).
[PR.5.3.3.3-002] The 3GPP System shall provide resource efficient support for stationary IoT devices with reduced mobility management (e.g., handover support, idle mode mobility management).
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
