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Abstract: This document proposes to modify the definition of UE to make it applicable for fixed broadband, eUICC, and other 5G use cases. A definition is provided for 5G system as well to enable SA1 to provide clear requirements for other groups. Current use of the undefined term '3GPP system' is causing confusion since 5G will include a new core, at least 1 new radio, and support for non-3GPP access to the 5G core.

A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].
5G RAN: Radio Access Network supporting the New Radio RAT and/or the evolved E-UTRA RAT.

5G system: the combination of the core network and access networks that supports, 5G RANs, non-3GPP access networks and the corresponding UEs.
User Equipment (UE): Allows secure a user access to a 3GPP network using servicesaccess specific identifiers (e.g., 3GPP subscription identifier for 3GPP RATs, non-3GPP line identifier for fixed). For the purpose of 3GPP specifications the interface between the UE and the network is the radio interface. A User Equipment can be subdivided into a number of domains, the domains being separated by reference points. Currently the User Equipment is subdivided into the UICC domain and the ME Domain. The ME Domain can further be subdivided into one or more Mobile Termination (MT) and Terminal Equipment (TE) components showing the connectivity between multiple functional groups.
